Request for Media Credentials

Farm Aid-issued credentials are required for all media attending the show and will only be distributed to professional media
and photographers. Credentials may only be picked up on site the morning of the show with photo ID. Freelance media and
photographers must specify their outlet affiliation and/or the name of the outlet(s) they will be pitching.

Friends and family of credentialed media are not eligible for media credentials. Tickets may be purchased at
www.tickets.com. Media credentials allow access to the news conference and the designated media area at Miller Park. If
you have a reserved seat for the concert, you may enter and exit the designated media area as often as needed to meet with
friends and family at the show. If you choose to reserve a ticketed seat for the concert, your $30 credentialing fee will be
applied toward your ticket sale. In addition, a limited number of ticketed seats are being held for credentialed press to be
claimed on a first-come —first-serve basis.

Photographers will receive special photo credentials for access to the photo pit. Only professional photographers with
professional equipment will be allowed on site. For a list of equipment specifications please reference the Farm Aid 25:
Growing Hope for America Media Policies. If you arrive at the venue on the day of the concert and are not affiliated with a
professional media outlet and/or do not have professional equipment when you arrive, credentials will not be issued and a
refund will not be credited. Please complete only one photographer request per outlet. If more than one is received, Farm Aid
staff will select which representative receives a photo credential. Broadcast camera crews are not allowed in the pit and do
not need photo credentials.

Credentials will not be sent in advance. They can be picked up at the Miller Park on Saturday, October 2™. Time and location
will be communicated closer to the concert date.
